His
remarkable literary efforts have
strengthened the bond between
India and China by making some
of the important and renowned
texts of Hindi literature available to
the Chinese readers and scholars
alike, thus enabling them to learn
more about India and Indian
Culture. Dr. Jingkui, through his
work, has promoted Indo-China
friendship and  mutual
understanding between the two
nations. He  believes that
languages and culture have the
capacity to act as cultural bridges
and induce transformations. He
also believes that languages bridge
barriers across cultures and nations.

Dr. Jingkui was born in 1967
in Huai’an, Jiangsu province in
China. He was a student at
Huachong High School,
Shuyang, Jiangsu Province. He did
his B.A., M.A. and a Ph.D. in
Indian Literature and Culture from
the Department of Oriental
Studies, Peking University in 1996.
He has studied Hindi both in
China and India. He is also the
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Director, Centre for South Asian
Studies, Peking University. He has,
in the past, held various
distinguished positions such as
Vice-Director, Centre for India
Studies at the Peking University;
Head, Department of South Asian
Studies, Peking University and
many such academic ranks.

He has more than 50 papers, 4
books, 1 translation and more than
10 edited works to his credit. He
has presented papers on a wide
range of topics concerning Indian
Culture, Classics,
Theatre and the like. His papers
include “Culeural Tradition and
Modernity in India”, “Tulsidas’s
Ideal Society”, “Modern Hindi
Drama”, “Hindi Folk Drama”,
“Indian  Religion and
Contemporary Indian Society”,
“India Steps into the Centre of
World Power”, “The Past and
Present of Sino-Indian Cultural
Contact’, “the Four Vedic Gods”,
“Chinese transaction of Indian
Classics” and many others.
