BIODATAS OF AWARDEES FOR THE SAHITYA AKADEMI BHASHA SAMMANS

Classical and Medieval Literature (North):

Dr. Anand Prakash Dixit is an eminent scholar in Hindi and Sanskrit. He has made
valuable contributions to the field of classical and medieval literature, especially on the
tough subject of Ras Sidhant. Apart from this, he has worked extensively on medieval
Bhakti and Riti literature. He has edited numerous manuscripts on Medieval Literature.
